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FRIDAY EVENING – COCKTAIL PARTY!
To kick off our 50th anniversary celebration, we start with a Cocktail Party at the Classic Flyers
Hangar.

The competition day starts with competitors’ briefing at 0830 (judges at 0800). Briefings will be held in
the Aero Club Hangar. In the Club house will be memorabilia, and lots of aviation friends to meet.

SATURDAY EVENING – CAFÉ EVENING
This function will be held at the Tauranga Aero Club, starting at 1800 hours for drinks. Dinner is a spit
roast and will be followed by a presentation by Pam Collings on the beginnings of our Association
and how we have got to the present day. This will be followed by a founders’ panel – founding
members reminiscing about their experiences and answering questions from the MC and the
members. Then it’s all about socialising and meeting new and old friends.

SUNDAY – SPEAKER SESSIONS
To celebrate our 50 years we have a special line up of speakers to keep you stimulated and
entertained throughout the day. The entire programme will be held at the Hotel Armitage with
morning/ afternoon teas and lunch available. A total of six interesting speakers or groups will present
throughout the day. They all come from different aviation backgrounds but will be focussing as much
as possible on our theme of NZ women in aviation. A detailed schedule of speakers, their profiles and
time they will speak will be available in a souvenir programme at Tauranga.
